2021 PROJECTS AND 2022 GOALS 

What a fantastic year of growth and improvements on the PCA campus.  In addition to completing our kitchen 

in January, in the month of December, we have begun the final step to fully enclose the cafeteria.  The 5th/6th 

grade classroom building was erected, and the 5th grade classroom was fully completed.  In addition to the 

classroom, all projects needed in order to open 5th grade were completed or are near completion.  In short, by 

the grace of God, we were able to accomplish every critical project this year.  Praise the Lord!! 

 

All this, of course, would not be possible without all of you.  So, a huge thank you!!! 

 

In 2022, we will focus on finishing the 6th grade classroom ($5,700), painting the primary school ($2,000), 

expanding necessary roofing ($6,300), and working toward our multi-purpose center ($60K-$90K).

However, before we can build more, we need to overcome our beginning of the year deficit for the 

operational budget.  Please pray!  Pray for God to open doors for new sponsors and expanding our network of 

partners.  Currently, we have 75 students not sponsored.  If all children were sponsored, we would not be at 

an operational deficit.  However, without these children sponsored, we have an annual realized deficit of 

$36,000.  Thanks to several end of year donations, this deficit has been reduced to $17,000.   So please pray 

for the short-term solution of overcoming the immediate deficit need and pray, as Jabez did, for the long-term 

solution of expanding our territory, that our influence would grow, and we would have the opportunity to 

bring more glory to God and His kingdom work. (1 Chronicles 4:10)
